How many different beers and ciders will there be? 

There will be at least 38 beers and ales and 58 ciders for you to choose from. However, as is the 

norm with all beer and cider festivals, kegs will run out through the course of the festival and the 

choice will become more limited as the festival goes on.  

 

What beers and ciders will you have? 

We have been working with our current supplier, Tolchards, to source a variety of different beers and 

ciders from across the region as well as approaching suppliers direct ourselves.

Our food hatch in the ballroom will be open for items such as burgers and chips. We are also 

welcoming the Handmade Cornish Pasties company to the festival for the first time.

How can I get tickets? 

Tickets can be purchased 24/7 online at www.westlandsyeovil.co.uk, in person by visiting the Box 

Office at Westlands between 10am – 5pm (Monday – Friday) and by calling 01935 422884 during 

opening times.  

 

Where do I collect the tickets?  

Physical tickets can be picked up in advance from the Box Office or on the day, your purchased tickets 

will be ready for you to collect as you enter the building. E-tickets are not available for these events. 

 

Do I need proof of age? 

The festival supports and operates the Challenge 25 scheme. If you are lucky enough to appear 

under 25, you will be asked for ID to check you are over 18. 

 

Is Westlands suitable for wheelchair users? 

Yes. There is a level entrance to the venue. You can access all areas including the Bar, Box Office, 

Ballroom and Wheeldon Suite meeting rooms on the ground floor. The entrance to Westlands 

Entertainment Venue has a small lip (no higher than 10mm) into the main doorway. Please check out

Is there a car park available? 

Our venue has a large extensive car park located directly outside the venue. Parking is free of charge.
